We hope you enjoyed the summer holidays and that returning to school yesterday was a positive experience for 
everybody. 
 
Safety – The development by the main entrance has improved the arrangements for collecting children at the end of 
the school day over the last couple of years. Parents and guardians (apart from Meithrin) are reminded to remain 
outside the fence / gate until pupils are released. 
Parking outside the main entrance has been set aside for buses, taxis and disabled only. Parents are not allowed to 
park in the staff car park. We ask for everyone’s co-operation in this respect for the safety of the children.  
Please drive safely and slowly near the school and don’t park in areas that block the flow of traffic. 
Walking, cycling, sharing a car or using the car park by the Mudiad Ysgolion Meithrin are ways of reducing traffic near 
the school. Our most recent Estyn report recommended that the school needs to continue to work with the local 
authority to ensure the ease of flow of traffic by the school entrance at busy times of the day. Your cooperation is 
needed with this matter. 
 
Arriving at school on time – as a school we have to keep a note of pupils who are continually arriving late to school. 
Please make every effort to ensure that your child arrives at school before 9 o’clock and is collected promptly at the 
end of the school day. 
 
Absent from school – if your child is absent from school you need to: 

1. Inform the school before 9 o’clock that your child will be absent (telephone or e-mail) 
2. Write a note to your child’s teacher explaining the reason for the absence (send the letter to school with your 

child when he  / she returns to school) 
 

Going on holiday during term time – the six directors within the South West and Mid Wales Education Consortium 
have taken the decision that all absences caused due to pupils being taken away on holiday during term time should be 
deemed to be unauthorized (without permission) 
 
Urdd Membership – the cost for this academic year will be £6.00 per pupil (for Years 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 and 6 children only) 
The activities will commence in October. Families who have three children or more wanting to join the  
Urdd are entitled to a reduction in cost – visit www.urdd.org/aelodaeth . Please return the money in the envelope 
provided. 
 
Data Form – it is important that you complete the form and return it to school tomorrow. If you do not receive 
information from the school through e-mails provided by ParentMail, please ask Mrs Wendy James for a form. 
 

Breakfast Club – the club opens at 8.15 and finishes at 8.45. Please do not bring your children before 8.15.
