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Dear Parents / Guardians, Staff and Pupils - thank you for your co-operation during the last few months as we responded to the challenge of
Coronavirus. As we plan for September we are well aware that the national situation may change over the Summer.

September re-opening arrangements — there will be a gradual re-opening with different year groups returning on specific days;
Tuesday, September 1st and Wednesday, September 2nd - staff planning days, school closed for pupils

Thursday, September 3rd - Nursery, Reception and Year 1 return (150 pupils)

Friday, September 4th - Nursery, Reception and Year 1 only

Monday, September 7th - Nursery, Reception, Years 1 and 2 (200 pupils)

Tuesday, September 8th - Nursery, Reception, Years 1, 2, 5 and 6 (300 pupils)

Wednesday, September 9th - Nursery, Reception, Years 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 and 6 (all 400 pupils returning)

Please note these are the re-opening arrangements for every primary school in Ceredigion.

School lunches - a packed lunch will be required for the period September 3rd to Friday, September 11th. Hot lunches will resume from Monday,
September 14th.

Arrival times - you will be able to drop off your children at school anytime between 8.30 and 9.00 pm. The school support staff will meet the children
on the pavement outside the school and direct them to their classes. Parents / guardians will not be able to access the school.

Pupils starting school for the first time - to facilitate the induction of new pupils into the Nursery we have made arrangements to ensure that you
have the opportunity to arrive a little later and at specific times during the first few days — details already distributed by Nursery staff.

Breakfast Club and After School Club - these clubs will not be operational at the start of term until we receive further guidance from the Education
Authority. However we will be ensuring care for the children from 8.30 onwards, this will mean supervision on the playground or in the classroom
when the weather is inclement.

Break time arrangements - we will make every effort to ensure that pupils stay in their class groups throughout the day including break times and
lunch times. We have created a system to ensure that children have their break times and lunch in their class groups.

End of day collection - In order to aim for a situation where parents / guardians are socially distanced we want to follow the timetable below for a
period of time in order to reduce the number of parents / guardians at the school gate at one time;

3 o'clock - Nursery and Reception collected from the Nursery yard and Reception doors (see Nursery and Reception video)

3.10 - Year 1 pupils collected near the main entrance (and younger siblings)

3.10 - Year 2 pupils collected near the green double gates on the field near the pavilion (and younger siblings) a new path will be created for
September.

3.20 - Y3 pupils collected near the main entrance (and younger siblings)

3.20 - Yr 4 pupils collected near the green double gates on the field near the pavilion (and younger siblings)

3.30 - Year 5 pupils collected near the main entrance (and younger siblings)

3.30 - Year 6 pupils collected near the double gates on the field near the pavilion (and younger siblings)

REMEMBER - IF YOU HAVE MORE THAN ONE CHILD AT SCHOOL THEN PLEASE COLLECT YOUR CHILDREN WHEN YOUR OLDEST CHILD FINISHES AT
THE END OF THE DAY. Younger siblings will be supervised until they enter the collection area with the older child, e.g. if you have one child in
Reception and one in Year 4 then please collect both of them at 3.20.
