Amseroedd cyrraedd — mi fydd cyfle i chi adael eich plant ger yr ysgol unrhyw bryd rhwng 8.30 a 9.00 o’r gloch. Mi fydd staff
cynorthwyol yr ysgol yn cwrdd &’r plant ar y palmant tu allan i’r ysgol ac yn eu cyfeirio i’'w dosbarthiadau. Ni fydd modd i rieni /
gwarcheidwaid gael mynediad i’r ysgol. Wrth i nifer y disgyblion gynyddu wythnos nesaf hoffwn eich annog fel rhieni /
gwarcheidwad i osgoi dod allan o’ch cerbydau ger yr ysgol lle bo modd (fodd bynnag rydym yn ymwybodol nad yw hyn bob amser
yn bosib yn enwedig gyda phlant ifanc iawn) y néd yw annog ymbellhau cymdeithasol a chadw llif y drafnidiaeth i symud yn
gyson.

Bydd disgyblion oed Cyfnod Sylfaen yn parhau i dderbyn llaeth amser egwyl.

Bydd disgyblion sydd fel arfer yn derbyn eu brecwast yn yr ysgol yn derbyn brecwast megis ffrwyth/iogwrt i fwyta yn y dosbarth
ben bore. Bydd angen ichi gysylltu gyda ni ar e bost swyddfa@ysgolgymraeg.ceredigion.sch.uk i nodi os ydy’ch plentyn am
dderbyn brecwast er mwyn inni sicrhau cyflenwad digonol o fwyd.

3.30 - disgyblion BI6 yn cael eu casglu ger y gatiau dwbl ar y cae ger y pafiliwn (a brodyr a chwiorydd iau)

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Welcome to a new educational year

Each school year across Ceredigion will return to school in the following order:

Following the re-opening of the school this week for Nursery, Reception and Year 1 | would like to thank you all for your co-
operation when dropping your children at school and collecting them at the end of the day. We look forward to welcoming all
other pupils back next week;

Monday, September 7th - Nursery, Reception, Years 1 and 2 (200 pupils)
Tuesday, September 8th - Nursery, Reception, Years 1, 2, 5 and 6 return (300 pupils)
Wednesday, September 9th - Nursery, Reception, Years 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 and 6 (all 400 pupils returning)

Arrival times - you will be able to drop off your children at school anytime between 8.30 and 9.00 am. The school support staff will
meet the children on the pavement outside the school and direct them to their classes. Parents / guardians will not be able to
access the school. As the number of pupils increases next week | would like to encourage parents / guardians to avoid coming out
of your vehicle near the school where possible (however we realise that this is not always possible especially with younger
children) our aim is to encourage social distancing and to keep the traffic flowing.

Pupils starting school for the first time (morning Nursery) - in order to further facilitate the transition of Nursery children to the
school we are going to extend the drop off period until 9.30 for a few weeks.

Years 3, 4, 5 and 6 - We encourage year 3-6 pupils to bring their own pencil case to school, as in the past. Those pencil cases will
remain on the children's desks all day and then remain in their personal drawers overnight. We need to avoid equipment going
back and forth between school and home as best we can. The children will not be allowed to use each other's equipment (pencils,
rubbers etc). Please try to make sure your child has all the necessary pens, rulers etc that they need in their pencil case.

Food / School lunches - the kitchen/canteen will reopen on Monday 14th September. In the meantime, pupils will need to bring a
packed lunch. Pupils who usually claim Free School Meals will continue to receive the payment or supermarket voucher until
Friday 11th September.

All pupils will need to ensure a sufficient supply of water throughout the day.

Foundation Phase pupils will continue to receive milk during break time. The fruit shop will not reopen for the time being.

Pupils who usually receive their breakfast in school will receive a breakfast such as fruit/yoghurt to eat in the class first thing in
the morning. You will need to contact us by e-mailing swyddfa@ysqgolgymraeg.ceredigion.sch.uk to indicate if your child wants to
receive breakfast so that we can ensure a sufficient supply of food.

The Breakfast Club will not be reopening for the time being, and we will review the situation mid September.
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End of day collection - In order to aim for a situation where parents / guardians are socially distanced we will continue to follow
the timetable below in order to reduce the number of parents / guardians at the school gate at one time;

3 o'clock - Nursery and Reception collected from the Nursery yard and Reception doors (see Nursery and Reception video)

3.10 - Year 1 pupils collected near the main entrance (and younger siblings)

3.10 - Year 2 pupils collected near the green double gates on the field near the pavilion (and younger siblings) a new path has
been created for September.

3.20 - Y3 pupils collected near the main entrance (and younger siblings)

3.20 - Yr 4 pupils collected near the green double gates on the field near the pavilion (and younger siblings)

3.30 - Year 5 pupils collected near the main entrance (and younger siblings)

3.30 - Year 6 pupils collected near the double gates on the field near the pavilion (and younger siblings)

REMEMBER - IF YOU HAVE MORE THAN ONE CHILD AT SCHOOL THEN PLEASE COLLECT YOUR CHILDREN WHEN YOUR OLDEST
CHILD FINISHES AT THE END OF THE DAY. Younger siblings will be supervised until they enter the collection area with the older
child, e.g. if you have one child in Reception and one in Year 4 then please collect both of them at 3.20.
