Dychwelyd i’r ysgol : Blynyddoedd 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 a 6 - ‘Ail-gydio, dal i fyny a pharatoi ar gyfer yr Haf a mis Medi’. Rydym yn disgwyl ymlaen i estyn croeso i nifer fawr ohonoch 
yn ôl i’r ysgol yr wythnos nesaf. Gobeithio eich bod wedi derbyn e bost gan yr athrawon yn nodi pa ddiwrnod fydd eich plentyn yn mynychu’r ysgol o Fehefin 29ain ymlaen.  
 
Fideo  - Dychwelyd i’r ysgol – mae linc i fideo ddefnyddiol ar y llythyr hwn sy’n dangos y math o sefyllfa fydd yn weithredol wrth i’ch plentyn / plant ddychwelyd i’r ysgol –

Meithrin a Derbyn - Mae canllawiau’r Awdurdod Addysg yn nodi na fydd disgyblion Meithrin a Derbyn yn mynychu’r ysgol yn ystod y bythefnos gyntaf o ail agor – rhagor o 
fanylion i ddilyn. 
 
Hwb Gofal plant (gweithwyr y rheng flaen) Mi fydd Hwb gofal plant yn weithredol yn y Meithrin a’r Derbyn o wythnos nesaf ymlaen. Mi fyddwn yn parhau i ofyn i rieni / 
gwarcheidwaid i ollwng eu plant tu allan i gatiau’r ysgol. Mi fydd aelodau o staff yr ysgol fydd yn goruchwylio’r Hwb yn cwrdd â’r plant ger y brif gât ac yn eu hebrwng i’r 
Hwb. Mi fydd angen eu casglu o brif ddrws y Meithrin ar ddiwedd y dydd am 3.30. 
 
Amser cyrraedd yr ysgol – gofynnir yn garedig i chi gyrraedd yr ysgol yn brydlon – os ydych yn cyrraedd mewn car yna gofynnir yn garedig i chi ollwng plant yn unig ar y 
ffordd sy’n arwain at yr ysgol. Peidiwch â pharcio a dod allan o’r car – mi fyddwn eisiau sicrhau llif y drafnidiaeth yn ystod y cyfnod yma. 
8.45 - Blwyddyn 5 a 6 yn cyrraedd y safle (gyda brodyr neu chwiorydd iau) 
9.00 - Blwyddyn 3 a 4 yn cyrraedd y safle (gyda brodyr neu chwiorydd iau) 
9.15 - Blwyddyn 1 a 2 yn cyrraedd y safle 
 
Cyrraedd y safle - Wrth gyrraedd gât yr ysgol mi fydd staff yr ysgol yn cymryd tymheredd eich plentyn gyda thermomedr is-goch, i’r rhai sy’n cyrraedd mewn ceir mi fyddwn 
yn gwneud hyn wrth i’ch plentyn/ plant adael y cerbyd. Os yw tymheredd eich plentyn yn uwch na 37.5˚C yna ni fydd modd i’ch plentyn gael mynediad i’r safle.  Mi fyddwn 
yn ail gymryd y tymheredd gyda thermomedr clust er mwyn cael ail ddarlleniad. Os fydd yr ail ddarlleniad yn parhau i fod yn uchel yna mi fydd angen i chi ddychwelyd adref. 
 
Cyrraedd y dosbarth – yn dilyn mynediad drwy ddrws ochr y Neuadd (y drws coch) mi fydd staff cynorthwyol yr ysgol yn sicrhau fod pob plentyn yn golchi eu dwylo yn 
drwyadl (gellir defnyddio hylif gwrth facteria hefyd os y dymunwch) cyn hebrwng disgyblion ar hyd llwybr un ffordd yr ysgol i’w dosbarthiadau lle fydd yr athrawon yn eu 
disgwyl – gwyliwch y fideo i weld sut mae’r drefn yn gweithio. 
 
Yn y dosbarth - mae’r dosbarthiadau wedi eu hail drefnu er mwyn sicrhau fod ardal weithio pob plentyn o leiaf 2m oddi wrth unrhyw aelod arall o’r dosbarth. Rydym wedi 
derbyn cyfarwyddyd bellach NA DDYLECH ddod  â  châs pensiliau - mi fydd offer addas ar gael yn yr ysgol. 
 
Trefniadau cinio – cofiwch fod angen i bob plentyn ddod â phecyn bwyd (yn cynnwys pecyn iâ) a dŵr pob diwrnod. Mi fydd disgyblion yn bwyta yn y dosbarth neu tu allan os 
fydd y tywydd yn sych. 
 
Casglu eich plant o’r ysgol – rydym wedi trefnu ardal casglu plant ar gae’r ysgol, mi fydd staff yr ysgol yn hebrwng y disgyblion i’r cae er mwyn i chi eu casglu. Mi fydd angen i 
rieni / gwarcheidwaid gael mynediad i’r ysgol drwy’r gât feics (y gât bren wrth ymyl y brif gât haearn) ac yna mynd drwy’r gât ger y gysgodfan beics i’r cae. Yn yr ardal casglu 
plant mi fydd angen i rieni / gwarcheidwaid barchu’r rheol 2m a sicrhau ymbellhau cymdeithasol priodol. Yn dilyn casglu eich plentyn / plant dylech adael y cae drwy’r gât 
ddwbl ger y pafiliwn gwyn – gwyliwch y fideo i weld y drefn.

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Dear Parents / Guardians, Staff and Pupils - I hope you are keeping safe and well and continuing to follow the guidelines in responding to the challenge of Coronavirus. 
 
Returning to school: Years 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 and 6 - 'Check in, catch up and get ready for Summer and September'. We look forward to welcoming many of you back to school 
next week. We hope you have received an email from the teachers stating which day your child will be attending school from June 29th onwards. 
 
Video - Returning to school - this letter contains a link to a useful video outlining some information about what returning to School will look like for pupils – I would like to

Nursery and Reception - The Education Authority guidelines state that Nursery and Reception pupils will not attend school during the first two weeks of re-opening – more 
details to follow. 
 
Childcare Hub (frontline workers) – the Childcare Hub will be operational in the Nursery and Reception area from next week. We will continue to ask parents / guardians to 
drop their children outside the school gates. Members of the school staff supervising the Hub will meet the children at the main gate and escort them to the Hub. They will 
need to be collected from the main Nursery door at the end of the day at 3.30. 
 
Arriving at school - you are kindly asked to arrive at school on time - if you arrive by car then you are only asked to drop off children on the road leading to school. Don't park 
and get out of the car - we will want to ensure the flow of traffic during this time. 
8.45 - Years 5 and 6 arrive on site (with younger siblings) 
9.00 - Years 3 and 4 arrive on site (with younger siblings) 
9.15 - Years 1 and 2 arrive on site 
 
Arriving on site - On arrival at the school gate the school staff will take your child's temperature with an infrared thermometer, for those arriving in cars we will do this as 
your child / children leaves the vehicle. If your child's temperature is above 37.5˚C then your child will not be able to access the site. We will repeat the temperature with an 
ear thermometer for a second reading. If the second reading remains high then you will need to return home. 
 
Getting to class - following entry through the side door of the Hall (red door) the school support staff will ensure that all children wash their hands thoroughly (anti-bacterial 
fluid can also be used if you wish) before escorting pupils along the school's one-way route to their classrooms where teachers will expect them - watch the video to see how 
the routine works. 
 
In the classroom - the classes have been rearranged to ensure that each child's working area is at least 2m away from any other member of the class. We have now been 
instructed that pupils SHOULD NOT to bring a pencil case - suitable equipment will be available at the school. 
 
Lunch arrangements - remember that every child needs to bring a packed lunch (including an ice pack) and water every day. Pupils will eat inside the classroom or outside if 
the weather is dry. 
 
Collecting your children from school – we have organised a children's collection area on the school field. School staff will escort the pupils to the field for you to collect. 
Parents / guardians will need to enter the school via the cycle gate (the wooden gate next to the main iron gate) and then pass through the gate by the bike shelter to the 
field. In the child collection area parents / guardians will need to respect the 2m rule and ensure appropriate social distancing. After collecting your child (ren) you should 
leave the field through the double gate by the white pavilion - watch the video to see the routine. Parents are kindly requested to assemble on the field approximately 5 
minutes before the set collection time, after collecting your child you will be asked to leave the school area immediately so that the next group can access the field. 
3 o'clock - Years 5 and 6 are collected from the field (with younger siblings) 
3.15 - Years 3 and 4 collected from the field (with younger siblings) 
3.30 - Years 1 and 2 collected from the field. 
 
Learning from home - learning from home through activities on Teams or the school website will continue to be everyone's main medium of learning and teaching.
