Dyddiad - Nos lau, Mehefin 29ain am 6 o’r gloch - rydym wedi penderfynu dewis y trydydd opsiwn o ddyddiad yn seiliedig
ar ragolygon y tywydd i gyd-fynd gyda threfniadau gosod y llwyfan a’r system sain.

Picnic — mi fydd cyfle i chwi ddod & phicnic gyda chi ar gyfer y noson. Mi fydd y Gymdeithas Rhieni yn darparu lluniaeth ysgafn
megis te, coffi, hufen id a chacennau. Rydym hefyd wedi sicrhau trwydded ar gyfer gwerthu gwin yn ystod y noson.

Trefniadau eistedd — mae gan yr ysgol tua 20 o fyrddau picnic fydd wedi eu lleoli o gwmpas y cae ac mae nifer o gadeiriau ar gael
i chwi eu defnyddio. Mi fyddem yn eich cynghori i ddod & seddau gyda chi neu flancedi ar gyfer eistedd ar y cae yn y tu blaen. Mi
fyddwn wedi trefnu ardaloedd penodol ar gyfer byrddau picnic o gwmpas yr ochr, seddau yn y cefn a lle i flancedi ar gyfer picnic
yny blaen.

Mynediad am ddim - ni fydd unrhyw gost ar gyfer cael mynediad i'r digwyddiad - y peth pwysig yw rhoi cyfle i bob rhiant /
gwarcheidwad weld disgyblion yr ysgol yn perfformio. Mi fydd y Gymdeithas Rhieni ac Athrawon yn derbyn cyfraniadau ariannol
os y dymunwch a bydd cyfle i brynu raffl. Mi fydd unrhyw arian a gesglir yn cael ei ddefnyddio i wella adnoddau addysgol megis
llyfrau darllen ac offer chwarae.

Ardaloedd casglu'r Meithrin - iard fach y Meithrin - mi fydd y disgyblion yn cael eu rhyddhau o ddrws cefn y Meithrin i’r iard
fach (fel sy’n digwydd ar ddiwedd pob diwrnod ysgol)

Ardaloedd casglu'r Derbyn, Blwyddyn 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 a 6 - yn dilyn eu perfformiad dylid eu casglu o’r corlannau penodol (un gorlan
ar gyfer pob dosbarth) ar iard yr ysgol ger Llong Ned.

Wrth gyrraedd, mi fydd angen i ddisgyblion Blynyddoedd 3, 4, 5 a 6 eistedd ar y cae gyda’u teuluoedd / ffrindiau nes iddynt
gael eu galw i eistedd yn yr ardal ymgynnull ger y llwyfan - o bosib mi fydd modd iddynt fwynhau picnic wrth wylio’r Cyfnod
Sylfaen yn perfformio. Ar 6l i ddisgyblion Blwyddyn 3, 4, 5 a 6 berfformio mi fydd angen eu casglu o’r corlannau (un gorlan ar
gyfer pob dosbarth) ger Llong Ned.
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Summer Festival Arrangements 2023
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Following the success of the Summer Festival last year, we want to hold the event on the school field again this year. You will have
received the poster advertising the event and have seen the dates marked on the Half Term Calendar. The purpose of this letter is to
give more details about the arrangements and times etc. All of the school’s pupils will perform various items. Each child will sing or
recite with the rest of their class and you will have the opportunity to see some of the items that performed at the Urdd National
Eisteddfod. Admission to this inclusive event is free.

Date - Thursday, June 29th at 6 o’clock — we have chosen to go with the third choice of dates based on the weather
forecast coinciding with the installation of the staging and sound system.

Picnic - you will be able to bring a picnic for the evening. The PTA will provide light refreshments such as tea, coffee, ice cream
and cakes. We have also obtained a license for the sale of wine during the evening.

Seating arrangements - the school has around 20 picnic tables located around the field and there are several chairs available
for you to use. | would advise you to bring your own seats or blankets. We will have set up areas for picnic tables around the
side, seating at the back and blanket space for a picnic at the front.

Admission is free - there is no charge for entry to the event - the important thing is to give every parent / guardian the
opportunity to see school pupils perform. The PTA will receive financial contributions if you wish, and raffle tickets will be on
sale. Any money raised will be used to improve educational resources such as reading books and play equipment.

The gate to the field will open at 5.20 and the first items will be at 6 o'clock

Foundation Phase staff will meet Nursery, Reception, Year 1 and Year 2 pupils inside the main entrance and escort them to
their classes to meet the teachers (as happens every morning when pupils arrive at school)

Parents / guardians will be able to access the field through the green gate by the bike shelter.

Following the performances of the Nursery, Reception and Years 1 and 2 parents / guardians will need to collect their children
from the designated collection areas and then return to have a picnic and watch the rest of the items.

Nursery class collection areas - Nursery mini yard - pupils will be released from the Nursery back door to the small yard (as
happens at the end of each school day)

Collection areas for Reception, Years 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 and 6 - following their performances they should be collected from the
designated collection pens (one pen for each class) on the school yard by Llong Ned.

Years 3, 4, 5 and 6 pupils will need to sit on the field with their family / friends until they are called to sit in the assembly area
near the stage - they may enjoy a picnic while watching the Foundation Phase performing. After performing, Years 3, 4, 5 and 6
pupils will need to be collected from the collection pens (one pen for each class) by Llong Ned.
